GENERAL BUSINESS

1. Zilo International Group [[C Contract Award
City actively pursues grant opportunities to assist with unfunded projects and programs.
Many funding agencies utilize US Census income data to determine eligibility and funding
levels. Staff believes this does not accurately capture the City’s economic demographics.
In order to resolve this discrepancy, City Staff are recommending completing a
Community Wide Survey.
Recommended Action
Authorize the City Manager to execute a contract with Zilo International Group [[C for a
not-to-exceed sum of $35,000.

2. Award Above Ground Fuel Tank Procurement
The State requires the owners or operators of specific types of underground fuel storage
tanks to permanently close by December 2025. The City owns four underground fuel
tanks at the Avalon Fuel Dock that fall under this requirement. On March 21, 2023 City
Council approved the design and construction documents for this project, and authorized
Staff to post and receive informal bids to procure the fuel tank for an amount not to exceed
sum of $200,000.
Recommended Action
Authorize the City Manager or his designee to procure an above ground fuel tank from
Western Pump per the specifications designated for the Underground Fuel Tank
Replacement Project at a cost not to exceed sum of $160,000.

3. Authorize the Purchase of Vehicles, Charging Infrastructures and Digital Sign Boards to
Facilitate the Development of a Micro Transit System
The City’s fixed route transit ridership dropped dramatically as a result of the pandemic.
Public transit agencies across the state have experienced similar downturns in ridership.
City Staff recommends utilizing the ARPA Act equivalent funds to respond to changes in
consumer trends and make improvements to its fixed route fleet by transitioning to
smaller, open air, electric vehicles to provide better ventilation and reduced crowding.
Recommended Action
(1) Adjust the Fiscal Year 2022-2023 Budget to reassign $305,500 from Commuter
Subsidy Program (12230-5099) to Vehicle Replacement (12230-6781). (2) Authorize the
City Manager or his designee to purchase 5 (five) E6 GEM LSV Vehicles, 2 (two) digital
sign boards and other items to install charging infrastructure and assist with emergency
response for a not to exceed sum of $305,500.
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** The following item of general business is the City Council acting as the Housing Authority. **

4. Award 206 E. Whittley Housing Project
A multi-family property at 206 E. Whittley was purchased in 2008 with the intent to provide
affordable housing units. In order to ensure the opportunity for highest and best use of
the property, Staff proposes remediation of the existing retaining wall, and additionally
leveling and backfilling of an adjacent area that will widen and recapture areas of the
southern portion of the East Whittley public right-of-way at the 90-degree curve. City
Council acting as Housing Authority approved the design and construction documents,
along with the release of a Request for Proposal May 2, 2023.
Recommended Action
(1) Review the bid results. (2) Award a construction contract if an acceptable bid is
received, r reject all bids. (3) If bids are rejected, adopt a Resolution Pursuant to Public
Contracts Code 201767 by 4 /5 vote Authorizing the City Manager or his designee to
negotiate the construction contract for the 206 E. Whittley Housing and Site Preparation
project.

SUBJECT: Zilo International Group LLC Contract Award

RECOMMENDED ACTION(S): Authorize the City Manager to execute a contract with Zilo
International Group LLC for a not-to-exceed sum of $35,000.

REPORT SUMMARY: The City of Avalon actively pursues state and federal grant opportunities
to assist with City identified unfunded projects and programs. Many funding agencies utilize US
Census income data to determine grant eligibility and funding reimbursement levels.

The current City of Avalon Median Household Income (MHI), per the 2021 US Census American
Community Survey 5-Year Estimates, is $77644 (+1- $18,531). Staff believes this does not
accurately capture the City of Avalon’s true MHI. In order to resolve this discrepancy, City Staff
are recommending completing a Community Wide Survey.

On April 5, 2023, City staff issued a Request for Proposal for professional services to conduct a
Community Wide Survey for the City of Avalon. Despite advertising for the services, only one
proposal, from Zilo International Group LLC, was received. City staff reviewed the proposal and
received a presentation, concluding Zilo International Group LLC is well-qualified. The firm has
experience working with cities and other public agencies in completing a wide variety of surveys,
including community surveys. Therefore, it is recommended to award a contract to Zilo
International Group LLC.

FISCAL IMPACTS: The survey has been budgeted in the FY2023/24 General Fund Operating
Budget and will assist City Staff with a broader range of grant opportunities.

GOAL ALIGNMENT: Grant Funding Opportunities

CONSEQUENCES OF NOT FOLLOWING RECOMMENDED ACTION: Future grant funding
eligibility and reimbursement levels will be based on the 2021 US Census American Community
Survey data.

FOLLOW UP ACTION: Execute a professional services agreement with Zilo Associates.
Develop a stakeholder community group to assist with the survey implementation and return to
City Council to publish the final report in approximately five months.

Thank you for the opportunity to extend our submitted proposal and our approach to the
survey implementation. We are excited about the possibility of partnering with the City
of Avalon and assist to design, administer, and analyze the results of a comprehensive
survey of Community Wide Income. Our approach is to work in partnership with the
project team over the duration of this project and to collect data to better capture the
City’s MHI for future grant applications and funding considerations.

We would be honored to partner with you to achieve your goals. We are very excited
about the prospect of working with you and providing you with the resources and
services needed. We are committed to serving our clients’ needs and will be available
at all times.

Our team has the skills and values to effectively and efficiently complete the community
wide income survey and each task associated with the process

We have identified the following phases and tasks necessary for project completion:

Task 1: Prepare Project Management Plan

During Task 1 we create a thorough communications plan and schedule between the
City and Zilo, while giving insight into how our entire process will be done. We work in
partnership with the project team and staff to ensure a collaborative process throughout
the entire project and to provide a schedule and work plan that best suits your needs
and focuses on gaining the desired information from the community.

We will begin with a kick-off meeting with the project team, we anticipate discussing the
following topics:

• Background and Relevant Information — Here we will gather insight into the
previous studies community wide income. The project timeline will be discussed
and finalized, and specific times you wish to have deliverables received will be
noted.

• Existing Documents and Data — We will review any past surveys and
analyze them to find any necessary changes to the survey.

• Develop Additional Plans —
QJAJQC plan will be discussed with how we

implement it throughout the process. And from that we will develop the risk
avoidance and mitigation plan where we bring our insight in survey development,
implementation, and identify various risks.

Following the initial meeting we will have bi-weekly check-in sessions, to discuss the
survey progress and answer any questions you have. Prior to the beginning of

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administration and collection, Zilo International Group will work alongside the City to
ensure that all stakeholders and the community are made aware of the upcoming efforts
for this project.

We will work closely with the City and the
marketing/communication team to increase
survey awareness and encourage
participation. The outreach efforts also
include social media campaigns, door-to-
door follow-up, email blasts, website
announcements, direct door mailing, and the
engagement of other stakeholders and
community groups, such as libraries.

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Task 1.1: Develop a Sampling Plan

To begin we will go in-depth about the specific requirements you are looking for when
conducting the survey. A breakdown of surveys is essential to identify sample size that
adequately meets project and modeling needs.

It is our hope to increase the response rate and surpassed the 772 completed surveys
in 2016.

Task 2: Develop Survey Questions

After the initial planning stages, we will begin the design of the survey. Working
alongside the City, a collaborative effort will be made to encompass all desired areas
of evaluation. The design itself will allow for easy completion and understanding
while giving in-depth and useful information for our team to analyze and apply.
We will ensure to capture all data needed and that the survey effort will contain
sufficiently detailed information to allow for accurate geocoding and validity of the
survey data.

• Evaluate the current City of Avalon Median Household Income (MHI)
Surveys should prioritize the collection of income data and, if desired, also
include all relevant demographic information, including age, race, ethnicity,
gender, and other identifiers.

Task 3: Survey Distribution I Data Collection

Our team will handle all the functioning of the survey management, social media
materials and outreach, and survey instrument. We recommend using a hybrid
methodology consisting of mail, online, phone, and in-person to maximize the overall
level of response. Using a variety of materials to reach as many people as possible,
including but not limited to: social media tools for broad public outreach, and an updated
page on the website to keep people informed on current activities and direct them to the
resources they would need to engageS

We have found that providing a prepaid envelope to the surveys significantly increases
the response rate. We recommend the survey is sent to all the residents along with a
letter explaining the purpose of the survey and encouraging participation. The prepaid
return envelope that will be provided will make it easier for the community members to
participate in the survey. Privacy is very important to us and we will ensure participants
and clearly state how the data will be used.

For the door-to-door follow-up all surveyors will wear blue Zilo shirts to be easily
identified and trained to be courteous/professional at all times and the importance of
accurate data to achieve the objectives of the survey. The average time to complete the
survey should be less than 10 minutes.

All surveyors will be trained in how to properly conduct the in person surveys. We will
provide classroom training, exposure to mock scenarios, and field training. Some of the
topics that will be covered during the training will include, but is not limited to:

An overview of the project
Basic survey information

o Survey information regarding materials, equipment, and how the survey
will be administered

o Safety information for the surveyors
o Average time to complete the survey
o The minimum age of resident to be surveyed
o Dress code

How to effectively administer the survey
o Mannerisms and body language
o How to approach resident
o How to conduct survey if resident doesn’t speak English
o Assisting residents that may not understand the survey questions or need

help reading and extra guidance
o How to conduct survey if resident has less than the average time required

to complete the survey
o What to do if resident refuses to participate in survey

Upon survey completion, Zilo administrator will check over all of the surveys that were
conducted to ensure that is fully complete and valid. We will then ensure that survey is
successfully completed and that we have relevant data to analyze and draw from
We will provide the City with a progress report on survey activities.

Task 4: Quality Assurance I Quality Control (QAIQC)

After gathering the surveys, we will begin our analysis and reporting of the responses.
The benefits in being able to properly analyze these surveys are vast. We understand
how crucial analysis can be, which is why we pride ourselves in our analytical abilities.
Survey management and Analysis is one of the most important sections of this project.
During this phase we will ensure that work has been successfully completed and that

Overall, the final
report for a survey should provide a clear and comprehensive analysis of the survey
results, It will be well-organized and easy to read, with supporting materials included as
needed. By presenting the results in a clear and concise manner, the report can help

sampling method, data collection process, and analysis techniques used.

Results: The results section will present the findings of the survey in a clear and
concise manner and include both qualitative and quantitative data, such as charts,
graphs, and tables to help illustrate the results. We will provide in-depth analysis and
interpretation of the survey results, results of each question, and our analysis. A trend
report will establish any significant tendencies in the data. We will provide a detailed
assessment of the approach, including a summary of key learnings with regard to
continuing to build stronger, more authentic relationships and trust amongst community
leaders, partners, community members, elected officials, and City staff. We will present
the data to City leadership and/or City Council to share and discuss project updates and

SUBJECT: Award Above Ground Fuel Tank Procurement

RECOMMENDED ACTION(S): Authorize the City Manager or his designee to procure an above
ground fuel tank from Western Pump per the specifications designated for the Underground Fuel
Tank Replacement Project at a cost not to exceed $160,000.

REPORT SUMMARY: The State of California requires the owners or operators of specific types
of underground fuel storage tanks to permanently close by December 31, 2025. The City of
Avalon owns four underground fuel tanks at the Avalon Fuel Dock that fall under this
requirement.

With assistance from former Assemblymember Patrick O’Donnell, the City was awarded a
$500,000 State budget earmark that is administered through the State of California Water Board
to remove the underground fuel tanks located at the fuel dock and install an above ground
system in compliance with the new regulations. The granting agreement requires the City to
complete the project by November 30, 2023.

The project is included in the FY22-23 Budget and Capital Improvement Plan — Project Number
207004, Account Number 11470-6547 — with $700,000 budgeted.

On March 21, 2023 City Council approved the design and construction documents for this
project, and authorized Staff to post and receive informal bids to procure the fuel tank for an
amount not to exceed $200,000. Two bids were received and opened June 16, 2023 that fulfilled
the bid requirements. Western Pump presented the lowest bid of $137,283.30. A second bid
was received from CJW Construction Inc. for $259,000. Staff is recommending authorization to
procure the fuel tank from Western Pump as they fulfilled the bid requirement at the lowest price.
A not to exceed request of a $160,000 includes a contingency for any unforeseen changes or
costs as the procurement is finalized.

This is one of three contracts anticipated to procure the resources to complete this project at the
most competitive cost. In addition to this procurement there will be a construction contract for
the above ground tank enclosure and another construction contract to provide the gas station
scope of work as well as removing the underground tanks.

GOAL ALIGNMENT: City Infrastructure. Reduction of high-risk facilities.

FISCAL IMPACTS: Total expenditure is not to exceed $160,000 towards CIP project code
207004 (account 11470-6547).



CONSEQUENCES OF NOT FOLLOWING RECOMMENDED ACTION: The City may not meet
the timeline required by the funding agreement with the State of California Water Board.

FOLLOW UP ACTION: Procure above ground fuel tank from Western Pump.
